Please Read - many policies have changed.  

 ADVANCE \d 5 Eligibility
All art teachers/sponsors wanting to participate in this show must hold an active membership with KyAEA and NAEA.  
All participating art teachers should pay their NAEA membership before the regional show. Current membership rates are available at www.kyaea.org. Click on “Membership.”   
 Art teachers can be any instructor who works with high school aged students with artistic development.  (i.e. home schooling or individual instruction)    Regional coordinators need to have a list of members from the membership chair so that membership can be validated.  

No Entries at the Regional Level will be accepted without proof of membership to KyAEA and NAEA.  A Membership number given by NAEA will be checked and verified by the Regional Coordinators.   

Number of entries allowed per teacher at each regional show is at the discretion of regional coordinators. 

Each region may submit up to 20 pieces for the All-State exhibition.  This will include all first place winners, any Best of Show pieces and any pieces deemed worthy for state level competition by the regional judges.

ORIGINALITY
Entries submitted to All State must be original -- COPYING IS NOT ACCEPTABLE FOR THIS COMPETITION. DO NOT SUBMIT ANY WORK COPIED FROM A PUBLISHED PHOTOGRAPH, MAGAZINE, OR BOOK ILLUSTRATION, OR OTHER ART WORK. 

If there is any doubt as to the originality of a work, the teacher should not submit it. If at any point in the program, a work is found to be plagiarized, it will be disqualified and awards will be withdrawn. Once a category is selected it must be clearly indicated on the entry forms. (Judges retain the right to move any piece to a category other than the one specified on the entry form if it is deemed that the piece fits more appropriately in a different category.)

The juror's decision will be final.

Do not submit work that has been previously entered in the KyAEA High-School All State.

ENTRY FORM:

l. Each entry must be accompanied by a current KyAEA All-State entry form which is completely filled out and legible. 

Coordinators will not be held responsible for notification of award winners if this form is not attached and completed.

Entry blanks must:

*be typed or printed clearly

*be filled out completely, including bottom portion

*contain two signatures: entrant and teacher/sponsor

*be attached securely to back of entry and folded up at dotted line

2. Each KyAEA All-State entry should have a label attached to the bottom right hand corner that has been neatly typed or printed. The label may be folded up during judging.
SIZE:

1. Two-dimensional works must not exceed 36 inches in any dimension, including mounting and matting.

2. Three dimensional work must not exceed 36 inches in any direction, must be self-supporting and mounted safely, and weigh under 50 pounds. (In the case of Fashion Apparel – the means for display may exceed the 36” requirement)

MOUNTING:

1. It is strongly recommended that all flat work be covered with acetate. This is especially important for pencil drawings and pastels, charcoal, and crayon drawings to prevent smudging.

2. All flat work must be matted (except stretched canvas and canvas boards). Use only white, black or neutral colored mats. Use corrugated card board to reinforce back. All entries must be fastened securely to their backing. The art work will be stapled or nailed to the wall.
3. Photography entries may be flush mounted.

4. Absolutely no frames or glass. (Entries will be disqualified)

JUDGING:

· Judges look for art work that express imaginative content, personal interpretation, originality, and individual view points, as well as technical competence and skill in handling the media.
· Judges stress the need for overall craftsmanship, especially in finishing, mounting and hanging. If a rod or other hanging device is used, it should be an integral part of the work. Entries which are fragile or difficult to handle should not be submitted.
· Collaborative entries will not be accepted.

REGIONAL:

All regions must follow the rules as stated in the following pages. Specific dates, number of regional entries per school, pre-jurying, etc., will be at the discretion of the regional coordinator and staff. 
The selection of All-State Finalists from each region must be made by a KyAEA sponsored judging team. 
(This team should include a minimum of the following: one college/university art faculty member, one KyAEA member, and one artist, but may be comprised of more. All KyAEA Exhibit Coordinators should attempt to secure judges knowledgeable of the category/medium for which one is judging.)
AWARDS:

Regional awards are at the discretion of the Regional Coordinator and will include Ribbons and/or certificates for Best of Show, First, Second, Third place and Honorable Mention. 

All Regional First Place artworks will be eligible for entry at the State Level competition/exhibition.
All-state will award a First, Second, and Third place in each category and Best of Show overall. 
Cultural Heritage Award – given at the All State Art Show (if a piece is found to fit the criteria) – A piece of art that has been create from culturally based research such as traditions, celebrations, and heritages of various peoples within geographic regions or time periods.
CHECK LIST:

· Filled out entry form completely-top and bottom portions legibly
· Both Student & Teacher/Sponsor have signed entry form

· Taped entry form to the art work indicating proper hanging direction
· Teacher/Sponsor holds active KyAEA membership 
· The art work meets size, weight, and presentation requirements

· Proper description, purpose, or resource documented on form for required category
· There is no frame or glass
· Arrangements for Delivery and Pick up with All-State Coordinator!!!!
INSTRUCTIONS FOR ENTRY FORM:

Read and fill out the entry form and attach one form to each entry. 

Type or print clearly in ink. 

Please spell out clearly the category that is being entered (do not rely on number code)
The art teacher and student must sign each form. 

In the event where there is no art teacher in the school, the principal is to sign the form. Also, Home School teachers are eligible as sponsors.

All educators: art teachers/sponsors whose student work is being submitted must hold an active member status with NAEA and KyAEA.
For flat work, paste or tape the top portion only to the center of the back of each mount in the same directions as the work is to be presented. 
Cut off bottom regional Art Show Tag and attach to the lower right hand corner so that it may be seen and read from the front.
Fold up the remaining portion of each entry form on the dotted line so that it may be detached later for judging purposes. 
For unmounted textiles and 3-D entries, paste top portion on cardboard to form tag and fasten securely.

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ART CATEGORIES - Any entry in any category which does not comply with the All State Guidelines will be disqualified.

l. PAINTING: Works in this combined paint category include all oil, oil stick (not oil pastels), all plastic paints (acrylic) watercolors, gouache and casein.  These will all be judged as one category.

2. DRAWING: Drawings rendered in any dry media technique. Pencil, graphite, oil pastel, chalk pastel, crayon, charcoal, conte crayon, scratchboard, marker, or ink techniques would be judged in this category. All entries should be protected with fixative or covered with acetate to prevent smudging.

3. MIXED MEDIA: Entries in which two or more media are combined in a single 2-D entry. Collage may be included. Materials may extend 3 inches beyond the surface, but entries in this category must be designed to hang on a wall. If entries are over one pound in weight, a hanging wire must be attached.

4. PRINTMAKING: Entries may be any form of art print technique. (Special Note:Please indicate type of print on entry form).
5. GRAPHIC DESIGN: Art with a commercial purpose including posters, compact disc covers, book jackets, programs, brochures, logo, advertising or fashion illustrations and calligraphy. Copies of existing covers or posters will not be accepted. Include original computer graphics in this category. Entries in this category should be designed for a specific purpose.  Traditional and Computer entries should be placed in this category.  (Special Note: Please indicate clearly the purpose of the design on the entry form).

6. FASHION DESIGN: Any item intended to be worn, regardless of materials or process.  Includes but is not limited to hats, bags, jackets, dresses, shirts, skirts, gowns and shoes. The method of display is the responsibility of the artist/ teacher or sponsor.  The regional or All-state coordinators cannot be responsible for the actual display method of these pieces.  
7. FIBER ARTS AND TEXTILE DESIGN: Creations in fiber or fabric, including batik, weaving, stitchery, hooking, and tufting. Also include hand-made paper. Designs for printed or dyed textiles should be submitted in this category. (Special Note: Please indicate the use of the design or the process used).

8. SCULPTURE: Work in the round or relief-modeled, carved, cast or assembled. All work, including casting, must have been done by the student. Non-fired clay synthetic materials such as sculpy should be entered in this category (exception would be sculpy pieces that designs clearly fit into the category of Jewelry), and which would also include 3D arts such as sculpted books.

9. CERAMICS: Utilitarian or non-utilitarian objects from clay and kiln-fired, glazed or unglazed.

10. JEWELRY AND METALSMITHING: Entries such as pendants, rings, pins, boxes, stained glass or design pieces. Any material or combination of materials may be suitable. Commercially cut shapes should not be utilized as a basis for individual work. Precious stones and metals may be used, but sponsors carry no insurance for these items. (Please write a description of item on entry form).

11. PHOTOGRAPHY: Traditional and Digital Photography.  Photographs may be black-and-white, color, or experimental. (Special note; Indicate Processes or program used to develop or create the photograph)
12. DIGITAL MEDIA: This category is for art that has been entirely computer generated. Highly altered digital photography should be entered in this category. All guidelines concerning size, weight, originality apply, whether 2D or 3D. In addition to the general category, each entry should include the types of technology used: include program, printers, scanners, etc.  If any images are incorporated in the design are published images, BE SURE to document these resources on entry form.  (Special note; Indicate programs used to create the photograph)
13. VIDEO/FILM: This category is for any film making process.  Entries cannot be longer than 5 minutes in length.
